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At our monthly board meeting on October 14th, we welcomed Charmaine Harvey to the Board, replacing Sophia van Ruth, 
who intends to remain in Europe for some time. Charmaine, the coordinator of the Global Education Centre, has contributed 
a profile of herself for this edition.

UEA�s current projects are:

�	 Conducting the site tours of Christie Walk. The rooftop photovoltaic (PV) array on the house of Graham and  Chreena 
Thomas,  and the Story Wall will be excellent enhancements to the walks. Mention of renewable energy and PV panels in  
particular is always an important part of the tours but up until now the  audience has not been able to see any, although 
there is a substantial array  atop Stage 3. 

�	 Lobbying Government and business bodies on matters of  ecological importance. 
�	 Auspicing the Story Wall mural project, which is proceeding  very well. 
�	 Development of the GoGet car-sharing project, which is also  growing and being a success. 
�	 Maintenance of the UEA and associated Christie Walk websites,  which contain vast amounts of information on ecological 

issues and are  gateways to much more.
In addition we decided at our last meeting that we would re-visit the idea of getting the large solar PV array erected atop the 
Stage 2 roof-garden at Christie Walk. This was a part of the initial plan back in 2000 or so but was abandoned because of cost. 
We intend to investigate whether the political climate has changed sufficiently to permit the plan to be reintroduced. There 
are numerous changed factors, including decreased cost and increased efficiency of panels, availability of newly-developed 
sun-cubes and increased rebates for the installations. The main cost however would still be for the pergola structure to carry 
the panels - roughly $20,000. The pergola, in addition to bearing the panels, would be a welcome addition, making the roof-
garden more visitor-friendly in summer, so there is quite some cogitation to be done.
